The Madone 5.9 also differs from the SL and SSL in that the Madone 5.9 uses Aero tubes and stays proven by Trek development to take 2 min off of a 100k race. The SL and SSL use conventional bicycle design. The SL and SSL did take the top tube and head tube design from the Madone 5.9 in 2005 because of it's amazing handling. The Madone 5.9 was designed so that all watts make it to the rear wheel
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
